Summer C 2015 figures are captured as of the close of business on May 21st and reflect an unduplicated headcount. Each 
student is counted once, even if concurrently enrolled in both an undergraduate and graduate program or in other 
summer sessions. Since Summer C 2014, Daytona Beach undergraduate enrollment has increased by 11% (from 815 to 
905) and graduate enrollment has increased by 12.6% (from 87 to 98). Prescott’s undergraduate enrollment has increased 
by 1.2% (from 333 to 337) along with maintaining 5 graduate students. 
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Note: Definition of FTE (Full-Time Equivalent) Undergraduate students must be enrolled for a minimum credit load of 6 hours for full-time status during 

summer terms, and graduate student must be enrolled for 3 hours to be considered full-time. FTE is calculated by adding up the total number of hours 

for part-time students, dividing that sum by the standard definition of full-time status (3 or 6 hours, depending on the program level), then adding the 

result to the total number of full-time students.
